Composi�on:  
Lulider Cream: Each gram cream contains Luliconazole INN 10 mg. 
Pharmacology:
Exact mechanism of ac�on against dermatophytes is unknown. 
Luliconazole appears to inhibit ergosterol synthesis by inhibi�ng 
the enzyme lanosterol demethylase. Inhibi�on of this enzyme’s 
ac�vity by azoles results in decreased amount of ergosterol, a 
cons�tuent of fungal cell membranes and a corresponding 
accumula�on of lanosterol.
Indica�ons: 
Lulider Cream is indicated for the topical treatment of interdigital 
�nea pedis, �nea cruris and �nea corporis, in pa�ents 2 years of 
age and older.
Dosage & Administra�on: 
Tinea pedis: A thin layer of cream should be applied to the 
affected area and approximately 1 inch of the immediate 
surrounding area(s) once daily for two weeks.
Tinea cruris and �nea corporis: A thin layer of cream, should be 
applied to the affected area and approximately 1 inch of the 
immediate surrounding area(s) once daily for one week or as 
directed by the physician.
Contraindica�on:
No informa�on is available.
Warnings and Precau�ons: 
If there is any unusual allergic reac�on with the use of 
Luliconazole, then treatment should be discon�nued and 
appropriate therapy should be ins�tuted.
Side Effects: 
The most common adverse reac�on  (<1%) is applica�on site 
reac�ons.
Use in Pregnancy and Lactation: 
Not recommended in pregnancy & lacta�on.
Use in Children and Adolescents: 
Lulider Cream is effec�ve for 2 years of paediatric pa�ents.
Drug Interac�ons:
No informa�on is available.
Overdosage:
No informa�on is available.
Storage:  
Store below 300C., away from light and in a dry place. Keep out of 
the reach of children.
Packing:
Lulider 10 g Cream: Each box has a laminated tube containing 10 g 
cream and an insert.
Lulider 30 g Cream: Each box has a laminated tube containing 30 g 
cream and an insert.
