Composition:

Each gram powder contains Neomycin sulphate BP 500 mg.
Pharmacology:

Neomycin is a broad-spectrum bactericidal aminoglycosidic antibiotic
with particular activity against certain members of the
Enterobacteriaceae e.g. Escherichia coli. When administered orally,
only a fraction (<5%) is absorbed systemically, the remainder
remains as the active compound in the gastro-intestinal tract of the
animal. Neomycin is not inactivated by enzymes or food. These
pharmacological properties lead to neomycin being an efficacious
antibiotic in the prevention and treatment of enteric infections caused
by bacteria sensitive to neomycin.

Mode of Action:

Neomycin is an aminoglycoside antibiotic isolated from cultures of
Streptomyces fradiae. The mechanism of action involves inhibition of
protein synthesis by binding to the 30S subunit of the bacterial
ribosome, leading to misreading of the genetic code; neomycin may
also inhibit the bacterial DNA polymerase.

Indication:

Neomycin Sulphate is a broad spectrum antibiotic effective against
both gram negative and gram positive bacteria. Neomycin Sulphate
is most effective against bacterial enteritis in poultry, cattle, goat &
sheep caused by E. colii Salmonella, Campylobacter spp,
Pasteurella, Staphylococci and Listeria spp.

Poultry:

In cases of bacterial enteritis caused by E.coli and Salmonella
causing white diarrhea and paratyphoid and disorders related to
C.R.D. Decrease the mortality in hatched chicks exposed to cold and
Navel ill.

Cattle, Goat & Sheep:

Neomycin Sulphate is indicated in cases of bacterial enteritis which
leads to diarrhea.

Dose and administration:

Poultry:

Water- 1g /2-3 liter of drinking water (10-30 mg/kg body weight) for
3-7 days

Feed- 20-30 g/100 kg feed for 5-7 days

Cattle: 10-20 mg /kg body weight for 3-7 days

Sheep and Goat: 10 mg /kg body weight for 3-7 days.

Or advised by the registered veterinarian.

Contra-Indications:

Neomycin Sulphate is contraindicated for use in animals with known
hypersensitivity to Neomycin Sulphate.

Special Precaution:

Special precaution to be taken by person administrating the
medicinal product to animals. Wash hands and exposed skin after
administrating the product. Avoid contact with skin and eyes. In case
of accidental eye contact flash the affected eye with copious amounts
of clean running water.

Side effects:

No side effects observed when administered orally and prescribed
dose is followed.

Drug Interaction:

Neomycin Sulphate should not use in combination with Amphotericin
B or Penicillins due to increased risk of kidney damage and low
potassium blood levels.

Use in pregnancy and lactation:

Special precaution should be taken when use in pregnant animals.
Withdrawal Period:

Meat: 03 days

Egg: 14 days

Storage:

Store below 30° C, away from light & in a dry place. Keep all
medicine out of reach of children.

Packing:

10 x 100 g Sachet, 500 g &1 Kg sachet in container.
